The Minnesota TenantsÕ Alliance (MTA) is a grassroots organization comprised 
of Minnesotans like you who advocate together, protecting the laws affecting 
affordable housing in Minnesota and across the US.  Established in 2001, this 
group has worked to preserve affordable housing in a variety of ways.  Many 
MTA members are tenants whose housing was in jeopardy of becoming 
unaffordableÑ those tenants were able to work as a group to keep the 
apartments they live in safe, decent, and affordable...and now theyÕve continued 
their advocacy for all affordable housing. 

MTA ACTION NETWORK — Tenants speaking up! 
The Action Network is a group of renters who are interested in working on State 
and Federal policies that support affordable housing.  We are adding more 
tenants to our group all the time! 
 
By joining the MTA Action Network, you will receive phone calls and flyers from 
MTA members and HOME Line staff to let you know about current housing 
issues in our state and federal governments.  When important proposals arise in 
Washington D.C. or St. Paul, you will receive alerts informing you about how you 
can help by contacting your elected officials and voicing your opinion on specific 
issues or legislation.  
 
Your 5 minute phone call to your elected official can make all the differenceÑ
weÕve seen this powerful approach work before!  In 2005, Action Network calls 
from renters just like you saved the RenterÕs Credit (the check you get in August 
from rent you paid) despite the Governor and some state legislatorsÕ plans to cut 
it. 

Currently, MTA is part of the Housing Solutions Alliance, a coalition of 
Minnesotans proposing to secure an estimated $53 million per year for housing 
and homelessness programs to assist the thousands of Minnesotans on waiting 
lists for affordable housing. Over $18 million per year would support the 
construction or rehab of rental housing, creating as many as 1,400 new units for 
extremely low-income tenants.  Help us pass this important proposal!
